MODOC COUNTY BIRTHS 2009 REPORT 

REVIEW OF BIRTH CERTIFICATES FROM
Oregon and In-State Hospitals – Revised 7/27/10
COMMENTS ON TOTAL CERTIFICATES REVIEWED: 
1. Certificates Reviewed: The total number of birth certificates reviewed for 2009 was 83.  This included 0 from MMC/SV, 38 from Oregon hospitals and 45 from California hospitals not in Modoc County.    

2. Residency Information: There were 51 births of mothers from Alturas (61.4%); 11 births from Surprise Valley (13.3 %); 11 births from Newell (13.3%); 8 births from Adin/Lookout (9.6%); 1 births from Canby/Likely (1.2%); and 1 birth from Davis Creek/New Pine Creek (1.2%). 

3. Teen Information: There were a total of 9 teen births.  This includes 8 18-19 year olds and 1 (17year old - her age of conception was 17.
The teen pregnancy rate is generated based on population rates of 1000 and only includes births, not actual pregnancies.  I am unable to calculate this value due to the low number of births in our county.

4. Racial Characteristics: Caucasian mothers numbered 64 (77.1%); 8 were of Hispanic origin (9.6%); and 9 (11%) were Native American.  There was 1 Asians (1.2%) & 0 African Americans.
5. Education: 12 women (14.4%) had less than 12 yrs of school, 29 (34.9%) had 12 yrs, and 40 (48.2%) had more than 12 yrs of schooling.  
6. Prenatal Care: The number of women entering care in the first trimester was 56 (67.5%). This continues to be significantly lower than the goal of 90%.  The adequacy of Prenatal Care is determined by a complex formula so I am unable to calculate this value.  However the data shows 21 women had less than 8 prenatal visits (25.3%) which continues to be inadequate.
7. Low Birth Weight: 6 infants were born weighing less than 2500 gms (5#8oz). 4 of the infants were born before 37 weeks one of which was born at 21 weeks and perished.  2 were born at 37 & 38 weeks to moms with PIH.  
8. Income Information: Births to low-income mothers (indicated by MediCal use) was 56 (67.5%). This is about average for this County. 

9. Newborn Complications: 17 newborns (20.5%) were reported to have had complications (includes problems at delivery as well as birth defects).
