Re:  Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) Community Services and Support (CSS) Implementation Progress Report for Calendar Year 2007

In Calendar Year 2007, Modoc County Mental Health began implementation of the MHSA with a single program work plan: Community Services and Supports: System Transformation.  Because the Modoc County plan was not approved until March 24, 2007, this Progress Report covers implementation for April – December 2007.

In this report, Modoc County indicates that most elements of our plan were successfully initiated.  The county began training for a collaborative multi-agency crisis response team. New staff was hired and outreach and engagement initiated in both Hispanic and Native American communities.  The process of contracting with Siskiyou and Lassen counties to provide services in Tule Lake/Newell and Adin/Bieber respectively was initiated.  Progress was made to provide the technology for adding telepsychiatry to our resources.  Training and mentoring were provided to Sun Rays of Hope members as they prepared for the operation of a consumer-run wellness center.  Modoc County has exceeded goals for Outreach and Engagement and System Development during this reporting period.
We have faced challenges implementing MHSA.  The significant administrative time required to manage MHSA planning, assure training/technical assistance for staff, and manage implementation are a continuing challenge in a small department.  Recruiting and retaining staff for new positions is also a challenge.
This notice is to invite public comment on the MHSA Community Services and Supports Implementation Progress Report for Calendar Year 2007.  In accordance with the California Code of Regulations, this document is being posted for a 30-day public comment period prior to submission to the State Department of Mental Health.  The posting period will be from November 18 to December 17, 2008.
