Hepatitis C Screening Guidelines

Who Should be Tested Routinely for Hepatitis C Virus (HCV)?

· Persons who ever injected illegal drugs, including those who experimented once or a few times many years ago and do no self-identify as drug users.

· Person with selected medical conditions including:

· Persons who received clotting factor concentrates produced before 1987

· Persons who were ever on chronic (long-term) hemodialysis

· Person who have signs or symptoms of liver disease (abnormal liver enzyme tests)

· HIV positive persons

· Prior recipients of transfusion or organ transplants, including:

· Persons who were notified that they received blood from a donor who later tested positive for HCV infection

· Persons who received blood from a donor who later tested positive for HCV infection
· Person who received a transfusion of blood or blood components before July 1992

· Person who received an organ transplant before July 1992

· Person with a history of recognized exposure including:

· Healthcare worker, emergency medical workers, tattoo artists, acupuncturist, and others after needlesticks, sharps, or mucosal exposures, to HCV-positive blood

· Children born to HCV-positive women

· Persons with a history of use of intranasal cocaine and other non-injection intranasal drug use

· Persons with a  history of tattooing or repeated body piercing

· Sex partners of HCV-positive person, although the risk of transmission through sex is very low
